The Manheim Downtown Development Group would like to thank you for your consideration 
of our Adopt A Block program.  This program was designed for individuals of the community to 
take action and responsibility to keep our downtown clean, friendly, and beautiful.    It is an 
innovative approach that allows the community to participate and contribute their time to an 
inexpensive project. 
 
You may have a few questions before you decide to Adopt A Block.  Below are some fre-
quently asked questions that may help you. 
 
What is the Adopt A Block program? 
It is a program for civic-minded individuals; businesses or organizations willing to volunteer a

sightly overnight.  It may require your group to coordinate a weekly schedule and a more thor-
ough clean up once a month. 
 
Does the program recognize the participants in any way? 
Yes, We try to recognize all of our volunteers throughout the year.  In recognition of your busi-

block.  The Manheim Downtown Development Group will also evaluate blocks and host a 
block party for the organization or businesses that keeps their block litter free and beautiful.   
Beautification Awards will be presented to three organizations or businesses that create out-
standing blocks each year. Participants will also be invited to our volunteer appreciation 
events that are held throughout the year.

The Manheim Downtown Development Group will supply you with brooms , work gloves 
safety vests, first aid kit  and trash bags.  We will also host yearly safety meetings for all partici-
pants.   
 
How does the program work? 
A business or organization is matched with a town block and signs an agreement that recog-
nizes the participants involvement.  
 
Adopt A Block Program Procedures 
1. The Manheim Downtown Development Group Design Committee will review the potential 

locations in the downtown.  Once a location is agreed upon by the business or organization 
that wishes to adopt, an Adopt A Block letter of intent needs to be completed by both par-
ties.  This agreement will obligate the business or organization to the Adopt A Block Pro-
gram for one year. 

2. The Design Committee Adopt A Block Coordinator will schedule a brief safety orientation 
for the group before the first cleaning event. 

3. Use of safety equipment will be distributed to the business or organization.  This equip-
ment will consist of safety vest, first aid kit, large trash bags, gloves and a broom.

Wear safety vests for roadside clean up.

Never place yourself in an unsafe situation. 
Do not let children/students/youth volunteers stray away 
from the group.
