vency.  Consumers conclude 

that these companies are thriv-

ing despite economic chal-

lenges, so they must be doing 

something right.   

     The bottom line for your 

bottom line?  You can afford 

to market.  In fact, you can’t 

afford not to.  Just make sure 

to target your best candidates. 

     In this tight economy, you 

might be sparing your marketing 

bucks to stretch your budge.  

This can be a huge mistake.  The 

problem with scaling back on 

your marketing is that you could 

be sacrificing business and busi-

ness is, after all, what keeps you 

in business. 

     When the economy is in a 

slump, marketing becomes criti-

cally important.

Consider the results of a 

McGraw-Hill research Labora-

tory study.  They examined 600 

industrial companies during the 

last recession, 1981-1982, and 

the three years that followed it.  

Those companies that main-

tained or increased their market-

ing budgets had significantly 

higher sales growth than those 

that did not.  A whopping 256% 

more.  Companies that cut back 

on their marketing and advertis-

ing during that same period grew 

by only 19%.
